SCORCH (1) did not run badly when fifth at this track last time out and should 
be a threat to these rivals. The in-form FLAINE (5) is capable of a strong finish and can go one 
better this time. QUARTIER MAITRE (3) ran well in a handicap last time out on his comeback run 
and should contest the finish with improvement likely.
